Sick & Relief Committee: Update on Lynn Ross is recovering well from Neck Surgery, Austin Conquest has recovered from Covid, And Travis Schlosher is recovering well from Eye Surgery.  Chaplain Austin Conquest will render a full report on results of survey cards sent to all lodge brethren at the May regular.  

Budget Committee:  The Approved Budget has been entered into Grandview.   Work has now begun on entering all bills and Investments into Grandview which will lead to an easier Audit process by the trustees as well as the ability to easily inspect our budget performance by category. 

Trustees Committee:  WM Todd Lamb briefed the brothers that the Trustees had met with Carolyn Goyette, Lodge Financial Advisor at Merrill Lynch to review portfolio and understand the Lodges risk exposure.  It was agreed that we had a higher-than-normal risk exposure at 83% equity investments and 17% Fixed Income Investments.  The recommendation was to derisk the portfolio over the next 12 months to a more common mix of 70% equities and 30% fixed income.   Also, she highly suggested that we move our Lodge Operating Funds for 2 years into a more liquid Investment that seeks capital preservation.  Which the Treasurer is now doing.  

Save the Flags Committee: WB Norris and Brother Dan Hall are working on Setting up four Musical Acts and suggest a budget of $8,000.00 to secure them to begin with.  That is enough to secure them if it is More then will return to the will of the lodge to secure them.  Also, working on Securing Civil War reenactors who will also serve as our Honor Guard for posting the colors.  Worshipful Master Todd Lamb will address this under new Business at the may Regular.    We have received the 1000.00 Check from the Lodge Charity Account.  The Treasurer will match that with a 2nd Check from our General Checking Account for a total Save the Flags “Adopt a Flag Donation of $2,000.00.  We will be adopting the flag of Michigan’s 4th Volunteer Cavalry Whom Worshipful Master Great Grand Great Grandfather served during the Civil War.
