Committee Reports
Masonic Home Committee:  Junior Deacon reported Nothing to report this month but will have an update at the June Regular.  
Delinquent Dues Committee – Worshipful master Todd lamb reported that had sent the requisite third mailing to the 25 members who were delinquent in paying there 2026 dues.  
Property committee – We will focus on completion of Inventory’s for both Storage units and Swartz Creek Temple in June.  Treasurer chairs that committee and is tasked with setting up a time and date to meet.  
Charity Committee: WM Todd Lamb announced that he received 2 Checks from the Lodge Charity Account.  1 for $400.00 for the Davison Actos Playhouse and another for the George Washington Masonic national Memorial for $1,000.00
Davison Actors Playhouse attended May Regular meeting @ 6:00 conducted to excellent Performances as well as informed us on their organization.  We then presented them with two checks for a total sum of present them with two Check’s, 1 for $404.50 from Lodge Charity Account and a second one for $200.00 from General Fund.
WB Jerry Preston , who is the Treasurer for the McFarlan Veteran’s Memorial Park conducted a presentation on the park and the improvement focus. Brian Sabin motioned to expand our support of the Davison Little league baseball team that we sponsored by offering to provide a pop and Hot dog after each of their games for the team members.  An estimated cost was required prior to submitting a motion.  

Sick & Relief Committee: Chaplain Austin Conquest rendered a full report on results of survey cards sent to all lodge brethren.  He received about 30 cards back, which is quite good.    This effort allowed the lodge to connect with several lodge members and some widows who reported the passing of our Lodge brother.
